It is with great sadness and disappointment that I must inform our club members of a most idiotic 
and heinous act which occurred at our club. On or about mid May, 2009 an individual or individual(s) 

entered the grounds and proceeded to destroy the three (3) air conditioner units at the main club 
house; in addition to the window unit and a window unit at the silhouette range. In 50 years of exis-
tence we have never had such an unnecessary and blatant act of vandalism. It will cost our club a 

minimum of $30,000.00 to repair and replace the units, and possibly more. 
  

In this regard, the Board of Trustees and Officers unanimously voted to offer a $5,000.00 reward to 
information leading to the prosecution and conviction of the party or parties involved in this blatant 

act of destruction. Anyone providing information will be kept confidential and the information used 
will hopefully provide us the ability to prosecute to the full extent of the law. 

  
One finds it shocking to think a stranger would just happen upon the gun club grounds and do such 

destruction; however, the thought of another gun club member being involved is more than I can 
wrap my brain around. We all suffer from this type of behavior by increased costs, etc. and it is un-
fortunate an individual or individuals would find benefit in causing such destruction. It is up to each 
and every one of us to police the grounds of our gun club. If you see something or someone that 

looks questionable, contact a club official or call 911 immediately. We simply cannot have unsavory 
characters on our grounds and certainly should not have them in our club if they are members. I, 
personally will make it my mission to pursue this act of vandalism and insure if information is pro-

vided that leads to an arrest or conviction, the informant will be compensated in full.

SHOTGUN DIVISION UPDATE   
The Shotgun Division now has a "guest badge" policy.  When a member brings a guest to the Shot-
gun Range, the member and the guest sign in as before, but now the guest will pick up a "guest 
badge"-kept at the sign-in sheet and also with the range master of the day-and the guest is to wear 
the badge while on the shotgun range.  This will help us all identify a guest that may not know the 
rules, and help watch for safety.  
Also, the Shotgun Division has a new policy to obtain honor field orientation privileges.  Before you 
can attend an honor field orientation class, you must do one of two things:  Work with 3 different 
range masters from 9 AM-12PM, or shoot in a skeet league for 10 weeks.  This will allow you to 
have experience with using the skeet machines.  After you have done one or the other and you've 
been signed off, you may attend an honor field orientation.   
These changes were brought about because several people were not following procedures that 
were talked about during honor field orientation; (i.e. not signing in, not signing out, signing in but not 
signing out, not paying for targets, money not being placed in brass money drop, not loading targets 
when finished shooting, etc., etc., etc.)
