Notes from the High Power rangeé 
 

With spring approaching, people will once again be sighting in their prairie dog rifles. Before you put up a 

target or fire the first round, make sure that you put up the red range flag and verify that no one is downrange. 

 

We found several empty boxes of Wolf-brand 55 grain .223 ammunition at the 600 yard-line. Remember, 55 

grain ammunition is not approved for use at the 600 yard-line due to its ballistic characteristics. Without go-

ing into a lengthy treatise on ballistics, Iôll just say that it loses speed rapidly and enters the pit area at a steep 

trajectory, thereby endangering anyone in the pits. For safety and better down-range performance, confine 

your bullet selection to 62 grains or heavier in the .223. For the same reason, 7.62X39 (think AK47 or SKS), 

should never be fired from the 600 yard-line. 

 

F-class matches will be starting shortly. If that sport doesnôt sound familiar, check the High Power section of 

the OKCGC web site. Hint: Itôs all fired prone at 600 yards, and you get to use both a rest and optics. 

 

Cold weather never shuts down an Across the Course match! We do it fast, slow, and in three different posi-

tions from the 200 to the 600 yard-line. Matches are the last Sunday of every month. Come watch and learn. 

Or, better yet, come shoot with us.

No target frames of any kind may be driven into the ground. 

  

 The Club does have some PVC Target Frames (they are designed to be rebuilt so when they are shot up donôt throw 

them away I will fix them as soon as I can). 

If you want to be sure to have a Target Frame then it is best to build your own. 

  

Please put the PVC Club Target frames back and clean up your area.

AND SUPERVISED ACTIVITY!!!!
