OKLAHOMA SERVICE PISTOL
STATE CHAMPIONSHIP
Oklahoma Rifle Association - - Oklahoma City Gun Club

13 Competitors

After a week of uncertain weather, Indian Summer conditions of moderate temperatures and nearly
calm winds returned to Arcadia, Oklahoma just in time for the 2008 Oklahoma Service Pistol State Champion-
ship. Thirteen competitors from ten Oklahoma communities came together to compete in the 90-round Ser-
vice Pistol State Championship and an additional seven competitors from four Oklahoma communities joined
the competitive field for the 30-round Civilian Marksmanship Program Excellence-in-Competition Service Pis-
tol Leg Match. Additionally, a 30-round NRA Distinguished Revolver Match was held.

Firing the winning score of 804-13x, Ronald L. Doggett of Oklahoma City, OK was presented with the
Oklahoma Rifle Association State Championship Match Winner Trophy and was the High Oklahoma Resi-
dent. Doggett, the newly designated Bullseye Pistol Division Director for the Oklahoma City Gun Club, used a
Springfield 1911A1 with accuracy work done by both himself and Bruce Brummer of Davis, OK. For ammuni-
tion, he used reloads utilizing the ZERO 230 grain FMJRN bullet with 4.7 grains of Bullseye powder for 50
yards and 3.6 grains of Bullseye powder for 25 yards.

USAF Colonel Mark S. Hays of Edmond, OK claimed First Place in the Master Class. Colonel Hays, a
member of the USAF National Pistol Team, used a Beretta 92FS accurized by David Sams and Winchester
factory 9mm ammunition to fire a score of 788-13x.

In the combined Expert / Sharpshooter Class, Larry Kent Stonecipher of Ada, OK used a 1911A1 ac-
curized by Craig Nelson and reloads utilizing the ZERO 230 grain FMJRN bullet with 4.9 grains of W231 pow-
der and Winchester Large Pistol Primers and Cases to fire a score of 803-15x for the First Place Award. Ben
W. Randall of Davis, OK used a 1911A1 consisting of Les Baer parts accurized by Bruce Brummer of Davis,
OK and WCC Factory Match ammunition for 50 yards and reloads utilizing the ZERO 230 grain FMJRN bullet
with 4.6 grains of Winchester Super Target powder for 25 yards to fire a score of 770-16x and secure the
Second Place Award. Both Stonecipher, the ORA Highpower Director, and Randall, the ORA Pistol Director,
were recently honored as 2008 ORA Competitors of
nual Meetings and Awards Banquet. Also a competitor in the combined Expert / Sharpshooter Class, Charles
W. Whitfield, Jr. used a 1911A1 accurized by Les Baer and Federal American Eagle ammunition for 50 yards
and reloads utilizing ZERO 230 grain FMJRN bullets with 5.5 grains of W231 powder for 25 yards to win the
High Senior Award with a score of 747-9x.

In the Marksman Class, Mark Oak of Edmond, OK fired a score of 754-5x to win First Place. Oak used
a 1911A1 accurized by Jim Robertson and Dan Simonton and reloads utilizing the ZERO 230 grain FMJRN
bullet with 5.5 grains of W231 powder.

The Civilian Marksmanship Program Excellence-in-Competition Service Pistol Leg Match was won by
Ronald L. Doggett. He used his 1911A1 Service Pistol to shoot a score of 270-2x and earn 6 points towards
the Distinguished Pistol Shot Badge. He was awarded a First Place Blue Ribbon and CMP Pin. Receiving the
Second Place Red Ribbon and CMP Pin was Colonel Mark S. Hays. Already Distinguished, Colonel Hays
used his Beretta 92FS to fire a score of 266-7x. Larry Kent Stonecipher, who is also Distinguished, used his
1911A1 Service Pistol to fire a score of 261-7x for the Third Place White Ribbon and CMP Pin.

In the NRA Distinguished Revolver Match, Larry Kent Stonecipher shot a score of 255-1x for the First
Place Blue Ribbon using a Smith and Wesson K38 revolver and Magtech 158 grain Lead Round Nose ammu-
nition; his performance earned him 6 points toward the NRA Distinguished Revolver Badge. Charles P. Meloy
fired a score of 247-0x using a Ruger GP100 revolver and Magtech 158 grain Lead Round Nose ammunition
for the Second Place Red Ribbon. Using a Smith and Wesson Model 10 and Ultramax 158 Lead Semi-
wadcutter ammunition, Ronald L. Doggett fired a score of 245-4x to take the Third Place White Ribbon.

Four special merchandise awards consisting of 500 ZERO 230 grain FMJRN bullets each, were made to the
Overall Match Winner and the First Place Winners in the Master, the combined Expert / Sharpshooter, and
the Marksman Classes. Over $2300.00 of donated door prizes and merchandise from Gun World of Del City,
OK; the Bullseye Pistol Division of the Oklahoma City Gun Club; and H and H Gun Range of Oklahoma City,
OK were distributed to competitors and match workers at the Awards Ceremony following the fired matches.
Additionally, under a new program initiated by the Oklahoma Rifle Association, each competitor and match
worker received a 2008 ORA State Championship Souvenir Pin
