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WHAT IS FRIENDS OF NRA?  
  

The Friends of NRA is a totally volunteer organization, comprised of about 1100 different committees across 

the United States.  

It's purpose is to raise funds to support goals of the NRA.  Funds raised are split 50/50 between NRA national 

programs, primarily for youth, and the other 50% remains in the state where it was raised and is dispersed by 

the state funding committee to grant applicants. This state part is also used primarily for youth shooting pro-

grams. 

In Oklahoma, there are 25 different committees spread throughout the state, and the funding committee is 

made up of the 25 committee chairmen. 

In 2008, the Oklahoma committees raised a total of $530,000, and funded $265,000 shooting programs in 

Oklahoma!  

All FFA and 4H SHOOTING programs in the State of Oklahoma are funded by the Friends of NRA.  

This past year the OKLAHOMA CITY GUN CLUB received $22,044 in grants from The Friends of NRA.-

$8100 went to our juniors/youth program, $4000 went to the shotgun division to help fund the expansion into 

5-stand shooting, and $9944 went to help fund Suzi Rouses nation leading Womenôs Fun Shoot.  

The major fundraising event is the annual banquet, to be held this year on August 13th at the Cowboy Hall of 

Fame.  The committee also has various raffles to raise funds.  

In this time of great concern for the future of 2nd Amendment rights, two of the greatest things we can do are 

to support the NRA, and encourage more youth to become interested in shooting sports.

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OKLAHOMA NRA SHORT COURSE PISTOL  
STATE CHAMPIONSHIP 

Oklahoma Rifle Association - - Oklahoma City Gun Club

12 Competitors 16 May 2009 

 

 After a week of high winds, thunderstorms, tornados, and flooding, moderate weather conditions returned to Arcadia, 

Oklahoma just in time for the 2009 Oklahoma NRA Short Course Pistol State Championship. Two competitors from two com-

munities in Kansas and ten competitors from eight Oklahoma communities came together to compete in the 270-round Short 

Course Pistol State Championship; an additional three competitors from two Oklahoma communities joined the competitive 

field for the 30-round Civilian Marksmanship Program Excellence-in-Competition Service Pistol Leg Match. Additionally, a 

30-round NRA Distinguished Revolver Match was held in conjunction with this event. 

 After a hiatus of 8 years from competitive pistol shooting, Richard Chadwick of Davis, Oklahoma returned to the 

competitive field and fired a 2553-73 to win the Oklahoma Rifle Association State Championship Match Winner Trophy and 

the High Oklahoma Resident Trophy. Utilizing a Marvel Conversion with Ultra Dot sights and CCI Standard Velocity .22 cali-

ber ammo and a Buddy Chapman/Bruce Brummer accurized 1911A1 with Ultra Dot sights and IMI factory loads as well as 

hand loads utilizing the Magnus 200 grain LSWC bullet to fire his winning score, he also won the Centerfire and .45 caliber 

Sub-Aggregate matches with scores of 848-25 and 857-22, respectively. 

 In the Expert Class, David Chang of Stillwater, Oklahoma took the First Place Award with a 2490-52 utilizing a Mar-

vel Conversion with Ultra Dot sights and CCI Standard Velocity .22 caliber ammo and a Bruce Brummer accurized 1911A1 

with Ultra Dot sights. His father, Young Chang, claimed the Second Place Expert Award with a score of 2480-58. Young used 

a Marvel Conversion with Millett Red Dot sights and CCI Standard Velocity .22 caliber ammo as well as an Ultra Dot sighted 

1911A1 built by Ed Masaki of Hawaii. Both father and son utilized reloads based on the 185 grain Star Hollow Point bullet for 

the Center Fire and .45 caliber events. 

 Richard L. Wise of Yukon, OK fired a score of 2297-24 to take First Place in the combined Sharpshooter/Marksman 

Class. Richard used an iron-sighted High Standard Pistol with Eley ammo for the .22 caliber matches and an iron-sighted Cas-

pian-based 1911A1 that he accurized for the Center Fire and .45 caliber events. 

 The High Woman Trophy was won by Salli Wandke of Tulsa, Oklahoma. Salli utilized a Pardini with .22 caliber 

Fiocchi ammo; a 1911-A1 based .38 Super pistol, and a 1911-A1 .45 caliber pistol to shoot a score of 2151-21. All of her pis-

tols utilized Gilmore Red Dot Sights and her Center Fire and .45 caliber pistols were built by the Gilmore Sports Division of 

Tulsa Firearms. 

 Utilizing an Ultra Dot sighted Marvel Conversion and .22 caliber CMP Aguila ammo, Charles W. Abston of Jones, 

Oklahoma won the .22 caliber Sub-Aggregate Match with a score of 858-25 enroute to claiming the High Senior Award with 

an overall score of 2471-52. For the Center Fire matches, he used a self-accurized 1911A1; in the .45 caliber matches he 

switched to a Peter Stahl accurized 1911A1. His reloads for both Center Fire and .45 caliber were based on the 185 grain 

Bushwhacker LSWC bullet. 

 In the Grand Senior Category, ten pending new records were established at this tournament. Charles P. Meloy of No-

ble, Oklahoma set a pending new record in the Center Fire 25 yard NRA Short Course match. Gordon W. Gwinn of Derby, 

Kansas set pending new records in the .22 caliber 25 yard 20-shot Slow Fire match, the .22 caliber 25 yard NRA Short Course 

match, the .22 caliber 25 yard 90-shot sub-aggregate match, the Center Fire 25 yard 20-shot Slow Fire match, the Center Fire 

25 yard 90-shot sub-aggregate match, the .45 caliber 25 yard 20-shot Slow Fire match, the .45 caliber 25 yard NRA Short 

Course match, the .45 caliber 25 yard 90-shot sub-aggregate match, and the 25 yard 270-shot aggregate match. 

 The Civilian Marksmanship Program Excellence-in-Competition Service Pistol Leg Match was won by Young 

Chang. He used his Ed Masaki accurized 1911A1 Service Pistol to shoot a score of 260-3 and earn his initial 6 points towards 

the Distinguished Pistol Shot Badge. He was awarded a First Place Blue Ribbon and CMP Pin. Receiving the Second Place 

Red Ribbon and CMP Pin was Ronald L. Doggett. Ron shot a score of 260-2 with his Jim Robertson accurized 1911A1 Ser-

vice Pistol. Larry Kent Stonecipher, who is already Distinguished, used his Craig Nelson accurized 1911A1 Service Pistol to 

fire a score of 255-5 for the Third Place White Ribbon and CMP Pin. 

 In the NRA Distinguished Revolver Match, Ronald L. Doggett shot a score of 256-1 for the First Place Blue Ribbon 

and a Revolver Pin using a Taurus Model 66 revolver and Ultramax 158 grain LSWC ammunition; his performance earned 

him 6 points toward the NRA Distinguished Revolver Badge. Receiving the Second Place Red Ribbon and a Revolver Pin was 

Larry Kent Stonecipher. Already distinguished under the NRA Distinguished Revolver Program, he used his Smith and Wes-

son K38 revolver and Magtech 158 grain Lead Round Nose ammunition to fire a score of 242-0. Using a Smith and Wesson 

Model 19 and NSK 158 grain LSWC ammunition, Richard L. Wise fired a score of 239-1 to take the Third Place White Rib-

bon and a Revolver Pin. 

 The Subway Sandwich Shop of Arcadia, Oklahoma provided discount coupons for the competitorsô lunch break. Ad-

ditionally, courtesy of the Oklahoma Rifle Association, each competitor and match worker received a 2009 ORA State Cham-

pionship Souvenir Pin. 
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
